UNPACKING

The hand shear is properly packaged in a
carton for safe transportation. When
unpacking, carefully inspect the carton and
ensure that nothing has been damaged
during transit.

While doing the inventory if you can not find
any parts, check if the part is already
installed on the machine.

ASSEMBLY

Attach the handle to the handle plate and
secure it by using the hex bolts and flat
washers included.

MOUNTING

The hand shear features four pre-drilled
holes on its base which allow mounting it to
the workbench.

There are two ways to mount the hand
shear onto the workbench; through mount
and direct mount.

"Through Mount" is the strongest mounting
option where the holes are drilled all the
way through the workbench. Hex bolts,
washers and hex nuts are used to secure
the hand shear to the workbench. See
figure-1.

"Direct Mount" is to simply secure the hand
shear to the workbench using lag screws.
See figure-2.
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Figure-2 Direct mount

Place the hand shear on the workbench
and use the holes on the base as a guide
for drilling and attaching the shear to the
workbench.

OPERATION

Adjust the threaded stop making room for
the work-piece.

Insert the work-piece between the upper
and lower blades.

Pull the handle down slowly to cut the work-
piece.

WARNING!

If the material is too thick or too hard to
cut, do not force the hand shear. Forcing
the shear will damage the upper and
lower blades.

WARNING!

Always keep your hands and body parts
away from the cutting area of the shear.
Failure to do so could result in serious
personal injury

MAINTENANCE

Maintaining your hand shear is quite simple
and easy.

Always check the shear for any loose
mounting bolts or damaged parts before
operation.

Always keep pivot points tight.

Always keep blades lubricated with a light
oil.
